
Emily Heaps is like every other 6-year girl who dreams of becoming a princess. 
Although she shares this dream with many other little girls, she also has a dream 
that is very unique among her friends. She dreams that someday she will have an 
immune system.!

She was born with a rare disorder commonly known as the "Bubble Boy" 
syndrome, which means she has no immune system and could die from 
complications related to colds, fevers, and other everyday sicknesses. To prevent 
this, she received a bone-marrow transplant from her older sister when Emily  was 
2-months old.!

She lived in her home where she was isolated from the outside world for two years. 
After her new immune system was strong enough she was introduced to a world 
she had only seen from a distance. She is now six years old and has enjoyed 
being at the center of the world she was once distanced from. Her transplant 
however has stopped working and she is in need of another bone-marrow 
transplant. At the beginning of August she underwent chemotherapy  treatments 
and on August 15th, received another bone-marrow transplant provided by her big 
sister. Emily's dreams are coming closer but she now faces the toughest part of her 
challenge as her body and her new immune system learn how to play together.!

She now faces 6 Ð 12 months of high-cost prescriptions that will allow her 
transplanted immune system to gradually be introduced to Emily's body. This cost 
along with many other costs associated with extended hospital stays are 
something we can help Emily and her family with.
